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Retro-refl ective Marking Tape for Vehicles

1. SIDE AND REAR MARKING WITH 
STRIPS

1.1. Retro-refl ective marking materials installed on ve-
hicles may be made up of an element or several 
elements preferably continously, parallel or as close 
as possible parallel to the ground. The same rule 
applies for tractors, semi-trailers and other vehicle 
combinations. A combination of vehicles and trailers 
marked and unmarked in the sense of this Regula-
tion is discouraged.

1.2. The mounting of the markings should identify as 
close as possible the entire length and width of the 
vehicle. ‘Entire’ means at least 80 percent of the 
length 

 and/or width.

1.3. In case of non-continous strips the distance between 
single elements should be as small as possible and 
should not exceed 50 percent of the shortest ele-
ment length. 

1.4. Retro-refl ective marking materials shall have a mini-
mum height above the ground of at least 250mm and 
a maximum height of 1.500 mm. However, 2.100mm 
may be accepted in cases where technical condi-
tions forbid the compliance with the maximum value 

of 1.500mm.
2. CONTOUR MARKING

2.1. The mounting of the contour markings should iden-
tify as close as possible the overall shape of the 
vehicle to the side and rear.

2.2. In the case of non-continous strips, the distance 
between single elements should be as small as 
possible and should not exceed 50 percent of the 
shortest element length.

2.3. The lower part of the retro-refl ective marking ma-
terials should have a minimum height above the 
ground of at least 250mm and maximum height of 

3. DISTINCTIVE MARKINGS AND GRAPHICS

3.1. Retro-reflective distinctive markings and/or graphics 
should only be placed within the coutour marking on the 
side of a vehicle, provided they do not impair the effective-
ness of the contour marking and the mandatory lighting 
and light-signalling devices. Compared to the contour 
marking, the distinctive markings and/or graphics should 
be decent as specifi ed in paragraph 3.2. below.

3.2. The condition of ‘decent’ is fulfi lled if:

3.2.1. The number of letters / characters is less than 15;

3.2.2. The height of the letters / characters is between 
300mm and 1.000mm;

3.2.3. The whole retro-refl ective area is not larger than 
 2.0 m2; 

3.2.4. No long conceptions as e.g. addresses and phone 
numbers are used.
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
